TENANCY AGREEMENT FOR ALLOTMENT GARDENS


THIS AGREEMENT made the …………..day of ………………………………...2021
Between Bisley-with-Lypiatt Parish Council (hereinafter called the Council) and ………………………………………………………………………………………………………... (your name)

(hereinaftercalled the tenant) by which it is agreed that:

1. The Council shall let to the tenant for him/her to hold as tenant from year to year the Allotment Garden being part of the Allotments provided by the Council at Eastcombe Allotments and numbered ……………..in the Council’s Allotment Register.

2.   The tenant shall pay a yearly rent of £15.00 on the first day of September in each year and the first such payment shall be due on the first day of September 2021 after the commencement of the tenancy.

3. The tenancy may be terminated by either party to this agreement serving on the other not less than six months written notice to quit expiring on or before the 31st day of August. The tenant shall reside within the Parish of Bisley-with-Lypiatt during the continuance of the tenancy, unless otherwise agreed.
4. The tenant shall during the tenancy carry out the following obligations:

a. The tenant shall cultivate the Allotment Garden for, and shall use it only for the production of fruit, vegetables and flowers for domestic consumption by him/herself and his/her family.  
b. The Allotment Garden shall be kept in a clean, decent and good condition and properly cultivated.

c. No nuisance or annoyance shall be caused by the tenant to any tenant of any other part of the allotments provided by the Council.

d. No livestock or poultry of any kind shall be kept upon the Allotment Garden other than reasonable number of hens or rabbits for the tenant’s own domestic consumption. The Council follows NAS Guidance which is no more than circa 4 poultry per family. The tenant shall maintain the highest standards of cleanliness and welfare for any livestock or poultry.

e. The Council after one warning, reserves the right to remove, without permission, any livestock or poultry not kept to the highest welfare and urges tenants to follow the advice on this link https://www.nsalg.org.uk/wp-content/uploads/2012/05/Welfare-of-animals-on-allotments.pdfstandards.  
f. Any tenant wishing to keep honey bees must obtain the permission of the Council and are subject to the conditions supplied at time of request.  It should be noted that not every plot on site will be in a suitable location for bee-keeping. 

g. The tenant shall not assign the tenancy or sub-let or part with the possession of any part of the Allotment Garden.

h. The tenant shall not without first obtaining the written consent of the Council, cut, lop or fell any tree growing on the Allotment Garden.

i. Unless otherwise agreed in writing fruit trees should be on dwarf root stock.

j. The tenant shall permit the inspection at all reasonable times of the Allotment Garden by any officer appointed by the Council.

k. The tenant shall not obstruct any of the paths by stones, weeds or objects on the Allotments set out for the use of the tenants of the Allotment Gardens. All paths adjacent to the plot must be kept clear by mowing or strimming.

l. The tenant shall not, without prior written consent of the Council, erect any building or structure on the allotment.  
m. If the tenant is unable to compost or use local community compost schemes for their allotment weeds, they shall only light bonfires with due respect for other tenants and neighbours and shall always extinguish bonfires completely when leaving the allotment.  The Parish Council recommends the use of a brazier for less hazardous burning.

n. The tenant shall not use carpet or heavy duty plastic as a weed suppressant on their allotment garden.

o. The Council discourages the use of weed killers, chemicals and pesticides of all kinds on the allotments and can provide guidance on alternatives. If a tenant believes the use of these is necessary then please be mindful not to allow wind drift on to adjacent plots.  Use of a sprinkler bar or can is preferable.

p. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times.

5. The Council shall pay all rates, taxes and dues or other assessments, which may at any time be levied or charged, upon the Allotment Gardens, but the Council has the right to raise the rent accordingly as services are improved.
6. If the tenant shall have been in breach of any of the foregoing provisions of this Agreement for a period of one month or longer, the Council may re-enter upon the Allotment Garden and the tenancy shall thereupon come to an end but without prejudice to any right of the Council to claim damages for any such breach or to recover any rent already due before the time of such re-entry but remaining unpaid.

7. On the termination of this tenancy the tenant shall be entitled to receive such compensation as is provided for by the Allotments Act 1908-1950, but if the tenant shall have been paid or promised any compensation by any incoming tenant of the Allotment Garden the tenant shall before claiming any compensation from the Council give to it notice in writing of the matters in respect of which any such compensation has been paid or promised.

8. Any notice required by this agreement to be given to the Council shall be delivered or sent by post to the Clerk of the Council and any notice to be given to the tenant shall be treated as sufficiently served if left at or delivered by recorded delivery post to the tenant.
