ST FAGANS NATIONAL MUSEUM OF HISTORY
SATURDAY 20th AUGUST 2022.
A coach trip to St Fagans has been arranged for Saturday 20th August 2022. There will be a pick-up at St John the Evangelist Church, St John’s Avenue, Churchdown, Gloucester, GL3 2DB, but if you are unable to get to St John’s please enquire about a lift.
We will be visiting St Fagan’s near Cardiff, which consists of a collection of old houses and corresponding gardens through time. The museum stands in the grounds of the magnificent St Fagans Castle and gardens, a late 16th-century manor house donated to the people of Wales by the Earl of Plymouth in 1948. St Fagans explores all aspects of how people in Wales have lived, worked, and spent their leisure time. Like generations of visitors, you will be inspired by its celebration of Welsh traditions and lifestyles. Traditional crafts and activities bring St Fagans alive, in workshops where craftsmen still demonstrate their traditional skills. Their produce is usually on sale. Native breeds of livestock can be seen in the fields and farmyards, and demonstrations of farming tasks take place daily. Visitors gain an insight into the rich heritage and culture of Wales, and the Welsh language can be heard in daily use amongst craftsmen and interpreters.
